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This fiscal year was a challenging year for everyone. As the country slipped into a
recession, the need for American Red Cross services remained strong. Equally
strong was our ability to meet those needs and fulfill our mission to provide help
and hope for those that needed us the most – our neighbors, both near and far.
Your Jersey Coast Chapter not only accomplished this locally in Monmouth and
Ocean Counties, but continued to work collectively with our community chapters
in Atlantic, Cumberland, Cape May, Gloucester and Salem Counties providing them
leadership and guidance ensuring service delivery along the entire Jersey Shore.

The phenomenal work that the Jersey Coast Chapter Regional office is able to
provide to our communities is only possible thanks to your support. You are the
reason the American Red Cross is able to help those in need rebuild their lives
after losing everything. We appreciate all you do as our volunteers, our partners
and our donors. Because of your help, this year:

DISASTER RELIEF. We gave hope and help, and provided food, shelter and supplies
to 1,323 children and adults whose homes were lost to a house fire or flood. Most
importantly, these families received the support they needed to go to school or
work, keep their families together and avoided homelessness because of your
generous gifts.

COMMUNITY DISASTER EDUCATION. Because being prepared can make your
family and community safer and sometimes minimize injury and destruction, we
educated 51,567 adults and children through disaster education presentations in
our communities.

HEALTH AND SAFETY SERVICES. We offered 4,668 classes and trained 54,175
adults and children in lifesaving skills through First Aid, CPR and AED, Babysitter
Training, Swimming and Lifeguarding.
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SERVICE TO THE ARMED FORCES. The conflicts in Iraq and Afghanistan kept us
busy again.  326 military families in crisis received help in contacting their deployed
loved ones and arranging for temporary emergency leave through our Service to
Armed Forces program.

BLOOD SERVICES. Thanks to our generous blood donors, the Jersey Coast Chapter
collected 9, 147 units of blood through 222 blood drives in Monmouth and Ocean
Counties, including our chapter’s own Blood Donor Center.

VOLUNTEERS. More than 846 local volunteers, many with advanced emergency
skills training, provide programs and services to our communities 24/7.

YOUTH SERVICES PROGRAM. Our Chapter’s Youth Council program, consisting of
112 young members, between the ages of 11 and 17 years, offers tremendous
leadership and training opportunities to our future leaders. The chapter provides
our young members an invaluable outlet for learning the value of community
service and charity and provides our future leaders training for disaster
preparedness, first aid and emergency response while developing leadership skills,
self-esteem and confidence.

MEASLES INITIATIVE. Measles is a leading vaccine-preventable childhood killer
that can be prevented with a simple vaccination that costs less than $1.00 per
child. This year, generous supporters of all ages from Monmouth and Ocean
Counties have helped to vaccinate 3,465 children against the deadly disease of
Measles through the American Red Cross Measles Initiative.
